Congratulations on being selected to join the Pinellas Park Competitive Program for the _________ seasonal year! Your skills and hard work have earned you a spot in one of the elite soccer clubs in the area. Our Coaches and Board of Director’s hope this year will be enjoyable for you and your family. As part of the registration process, we want to ensure that you are fully aware and understand the commitments the Pinellas Park organization expects of you and what your obligations and commitments are as a result of accepting the position offered. It is the Pinellas Park philosophy to keep the development of the player as its primary focus. Success is not measured with wins, but measured by the increased development of your child. Once this is accomplished winning is inevitable! Please sign and date the last page acknowledging your understanding of the mutual expectations between you, your child, and Pinellas Park. (U8-U12 Players do not have to sign. The child’s parents assume the responsibility for this)
Although it is our intent to honor the commitment to play with Pinellas Park for the entire seasonal year, we understand that accepting the position offered and completing the registration documents obligates us to pay the full registration fees. The initial deposit at Try-outs is non-refundable. The registration fee pays for  things such as training, uniforms, Region/State Cup, Referee fees, plus tournaments sanctioned (hosted) by Pinellas Park. The registration fee may be paid in full or in installments as listed in the player age group addendum. Fundraising is also a means to pay your registration fees, above the normal fundraising commitment as listed in Section B. It is my obligation to pay the registration fee in full, regardless of whether we later decide to leave Pinellas Park prior to the end of the seasonal year. Our seasonal year runs from the day of registration until the evening of the FYSA STATE CUP FINALS.

A.) If we do not pay our fee in full, we agree to make installments toward fulfilling our financial obligation   

      before or by the dates set forth by the organization, unless we apply in writing for a modified payment 
      structure that has been approved by the President, Treasurer, and Director of Coaching. The registration 
      fees are in the attached addendum to this contract based on the player age group. The financial obligation 

      can be raised by you or through sponsorship for your child.
** A $30 fee will be charged for any check that is returned for insufficient funds. **
B.) PAY ALL FEES IN A TIMELY MANNER.

      We understand that failure to fulfill our financial obligations to the Pinellas Park will result in the 

       player pass being taken away to prevent competing in games until fulfilled. The player will be placed 

       in “Not in Good Standing” with Pinellas Park and FYSA, which will result in the player’s playing 

       privileges being suspended until all the contract obligations are fulfilled. This will also impact the 

       player’s ability to register with Pinellas Park or any other affiliates the next seasonal year.

C.) Each player and/or parent is obligated to fund-raise a minimum of $100.00 for the Pinellas Park 

      Halloween Tournament Program Book. This fundraising money is NOT for team use but to help with 
      organizational costs. See your Coach and/or Team Manager for information on fundraising.  

D.) Each parent, not the child, is obligated to volunteer 10 hours  a season for Pinellas Park during the 
       various tournament events sponsored at the fields by the organization, or other committees with 
      Board approval. There is a $20 per hour fee for hours not worked in the seasonal year. The Pinellas 
      Park organization recommends a parent(s) doing the volunteer hours since the tournaments are an 
      organizational fundraiser. Children should not work these hours but concentrate on their games if their 
      team is participating in the tournament.
E.) We understand that the club will provide training and coaching, opportunities to participate in league, 
       tournament and cup games. The player shall receive an ADIDAS uniform and equipment package. 
       This is part of their registration fees.
F.) PLAYER EVALUATION AND SELECTION. The policy for player evaluation and selection will be 
      one of openness and honesty, keeping in mind that the best interest of the Club and the Team will come 
      first. A player's performance will be evaluated in annual tryouts, training, games, scrimmages, and 
      behavior on and off the field of play. The Head Coach, Training Staff, and DOC will confer on matters of  
      player evaluation and selection. 
      

      There are many ways to describe a soccer player's abilities. To make things simple, present and potential  

      team members will be evaluated in four areas. It is important to note that most evaluations will be   

      accomplished by observing players under the pressures of match conditions.

      Four Areas of Evaluation:

       1) Technical Competence (skill in dribbling, passing, shooting, receiving, & heading)
       2) Tactical Awareness (decision making with & without the ball - reading the game)
       3) Physical Component (athleticism, speed, quickness, agility, strength & power)
        4) Psychological Factor (mental toughness, competitiveness, coach ability)
   
     Your understanding here is important. The Head Coach and DOC will do his/her best to put together the 
      best possible team. We will not always agree on  issues as sensitive as player selection and evaluation, but 
      we must maintain a positive attitude and  understand that the Head Coach's and DOC’s decisions on these 
      matters are final.
G.) We understand that since this is a premier competitive environment, there is NO guarantee of minimum

      playing time.  We also understand and agree to abide by the Pinellas Park Club policy of not allowing  

     players to guest play with other clubs, or members of other clubs to guest play with Pinellas Park, 
     except with the express written approval of the President and DOC. These exceptions will only be granted 
     if all player’s financial obligations have been fulfilled, and will be generally limited to college showcase 
     opportunities that the player would not otherwise be able to participate in, or in unusual circumstances.

      Players WILL NOT participate or seek individual training outside the Pinellas Park Organization. 
      Players WILL NOT participate in tournaments, sanctioned or unsanctioned, without permission from 

     Pinellas Park DOC.     
H.) Additionally, we understand that we will share in team expenses above and beyond the club registration 
      fee noted above, to cover additional entry fees to play in tournaments, referees fees for scrimmages and    

      room and travel expenses for the coach on out of town trips. The team may seek and receive donations or 
      fund-raise (with BOD approval of the fundraiser) to defray these expenses as well. I understand that all 
      funds collected will be credited to my child’s team account to be used for such team expenses. These 
      funds remain with the team should the player decide to leave the club. Team funds remain with the 

      association should the team disband.

I.) THE PLAYER - You are not under any pressure to join our club. Taking into consideration your goals 
       and aspirations as a person and as a soccer player, we hope that you and your parents will consider all 
       your options and make a decision that is best for you.

      Once you commit to our Club, you agree to abide by the policies set forth by our Club and your Team. 
      This commitment is for one year only. At the end of the soccer season, you are free to leave if you feel it's 
      in your best interest. 
       THE PARENTS - Parental support and involvement is essential to the success of our Club. If your son 
       or daughter is selected to one of our competitive teams, your commitment is also necessary. If your child  

       is to make a quality commitment to the Club and their Team, you must see to it that they attend all team  

       functions (practices, games, meetings, etc.). There will be times when conflicts cannot be avoided or 
       other more important family events may occur. We ask for your timely communication, planning, and 
       understanding so that we can minimize the conflicts. It is the Head Coach's responsibility to provide a 
       schedule in a timely fashion, to allow time for your family planning. When your son / daughter 
       has an unavoidable conflict, we expect timely communication (at the minimum 48 hours) in order to 
       make all the necessary adjustments. Final decisions on scheduling will be made by the Head Coach after 
       careful consideration of your needs and those of the Club and Team.
J.) Should the player wish to be released (other than for season ending injury or a move out of state),         

        transfer to another affiliation, or quits the team prior to the end of the seasonal year, the player/parents 
        will be required to pay a $500.00 exit fee to Pinellas Park Soccer Association, in addition to fulfilling all 
        financial obligations noted above before the change of status is processed. 
K.) Pinellas Park offers a Player Scholarship Program to help defer registrations fees. This is reviewed by 

     the BOD and DOC on an as need basis. Any scholarship requests must be submitted in writing to the 

     BOD, at which time they will be reviewed. Also any player that would qualify and is accepted to our 

     scholarship assistance program will be bound to stay with the Pinellas Park Association for a period of 
     three (3) seasonal years before being released to play for another affiliation. All financial obligations must 
     be met from previous years in order to be released to play for another organization. This does not include 

     age groups above U16.
L.) BEFORE, DURING, AND AFTER THE GAMES
      You will be participating in practices, league games, tournaments, and state and regional cup games. From 
      the designated arrival time, we will expect you to concentrate on soccer. You must arrive on time with the 
      required equipment (shoes, ball, proper uniforms, shin guards, water, bag, warm-ups, etc.) Since playing 
      at your very best requires your undivided attention, there will be no visiting with parents, friends, or 
      others who might cause you to lose your focus on soccer. When your team responsibilities are over, you 
      are free to rejoin your family and friends. Cell phones will be turned off for the duration of practices 
      and games.

      There is to be NO parents on the coach’s side line before, during, or after the games. This is the time for 
      the players and coaches. I / we will stay on the parent side line until such time the Head Coach dismisses 

       the team..
       Players will respect other team’s practices and games by not interfering in them. Only the players and 

       coaches are allowed to be in the bench area during games.      

      There is a 48 hour “No Contact Rule” in place after games regarding contact with a coach, face to face, 

      via e-mail, or phone after the game. I / we will follow the correct protocol if a meeting is desired with the 

      Coach. This must be submitted through the DOC. 
M.) DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS - Our attempt with this agreement is to lay out in very clear detail 
     exactly what will be expected of you and what you can expect of your club, your team, and your 
     coaches. If you are ever uncertain of what is expected, it is your responsibility to ask your Head 
     Coach first, then the DOC and BOD.. We have very high expectations of ourselves, our Club, and 
      you.

     Our desire is to work in a positive, constructive, and supportive way with our players. We realize     

     that everyone has problems from time to time. We will make every effort to work with you to 

     help solve any problems. After we have exhausted all efforts we will be left with little choice 
     other than to pursue disciplinary action. If even these efforts fail, and everything that could be 
     done has been done, the next step will be expulsion from the Club.

      We expect our players and parents to honor their commitment, and therefore you should make   

       your decisions thoughtfully and carefully. Once your commitment has been made, the Club 
      expects your full participation and support for the entire soccer season. Once you have 
      committed to the Club, the Club will also commit to you. No player will be cut from a team 
      during a soccer season unless it's for disciplinary reasons. Decisions made regarding temporary 
      suspension from the Club will be made by the Head Coach, DOC, and BOD. Decisions by the 
      Head Coach, DOC and BOD are final.

      As a member of Pinellas Park, you are responsible for your own performance and conduct.   

      Honesty, respect for your coach, communication, and reliability will be expected at all times. 
      Any use of drugs, alcohol, or cigarettes is not acceptable to our Club and will result in temporary 
      suspension or even expulsion from our Club. In addition, our Club will insist you maintain a 
      positive team attitude and a personal sense of sportsmanship and fair play. We ask your 
       commitment to be the very best player you can be for yourself and for your team. At all Club or 
       team functions, you will be expected to conduct yourself in a respectable manner and to 
       represent your Team and our Club in a positive way.
       Players must maintain a passing grade point average in order to play for Pinellas Park. 

      Coaches will respect a parent’s decision to have a player sit out a game for disciplinary action at  

      home. Players still are obligated to be at the games to support their teammates.   
N.) We have received and read the PARENTS’ RESPONSIBILITES & CODE OF CONDUCT and the FYSA 
      CODE OF ETHICS as printed below, and agree to abide by the requirements. Players will conduct 
      themselves in accordance with Pinellas Park, FYSA, USYSA, USSF, and FIFA rules at all times, or 
      will be subject to disciplinary action.

O.) Pinellas Park Fields DOES NOT allow pets at the fields. 
INFORMED CONSENT: 
I, the parent/guardian of the registrant, agree that we will abide by the rules of Pinellas Park, the state association (FYSA) and all its affiliated organizations. My / our child wishes to participate in soccer during the season of this registration. I / we realize risks are involved in my / our child’s participation. I / we understand that the risk to my / our child includes full range of injuries from minor to severe, and the result could be death, paralysis, or other serious, permanent disability. I / we accept this risk as a condition of my / our child’s participation.

· Parents will help coaches emphasize skill and player development. 

· Parents will help coaches de-emphasize the importance of winning in the younger age groups. 

· Development is important. (winning becomes more important for high school age kids and up)


· Parents will support the efforts of the Coaches, Trainers, and Club Officers.


· Parents will never use profane, obscene, or vulgar language or gestures.

· Parents will never be under the influence or possess alcohol or drugs anywhere near the 

      playing fields. This includes games, practices, and tournaments.

· Parents will encourage their child to treat all coaches, officials, and spectators with respect. 

      Regardless of their ethnicity, race, creed, gender, age, or handicap.

· Parents will place the emotional and physical well being of their child ahead of their personal 

      desire to win. Enjoyment and development must reflect our priorities.

· Parents will never strike, shove, and threaten to strike, or lay a hand upon anyone.


· Parents will be respectful of the wisdom and dedication of the Coaches and Trainers. And by doing so, they will never undermine the integrity and authority of the Coaches and Trainers.

· Parents will enhance and support the Club philosophy regarding the priority of academic 

            achievement. We stand united when it comes to grades and schoolwork.

· Parents will meet all their financial obligations to the Club in a timely manner.

· Parents will not engage in "second guessing," "Monday morning quarterbacking," and 

      "sideline politicking" regarding the Coach's / Trainers tactical decisions. Such unethical behavior 

       will only discredit the Coaching Staff and doom the team to failure.

· Parents will understand that Pinellas Park will be your child's athletic priority.


· Parents will understand that kids participate in youth athletics for fun and development. Not 

      just to gain "athletic scholarships." Not all youth athletes are scholarship material. A realistic 

            assessment is critical to your child's success.


· Parents will volunteer 10 hours for the season to support the Pinellas Park hosting of tournaments.


· Parents will make a good faith effort for all Team & Club fundraising activities.


· Parents will direct questions and concerns to the Head Coach, at the appropriate time and in 

      an appreciate manner. (Not prior to or just after a match)
FYSA CODE OF ETHICS

PLAYERS:

· I will encourage good sportsmanship from fellow players, coaches, officials and parents at all times.

· I will always remember that soccer is an opportunity to learn and have fun

· I deserve to play in an environment that is free of drugs, tobacco and alcohol: and expect everyone to refrain from their use at all soccer training and games.

· I will do the best I can each day, remembering that all players have talents and weaknesses the same as I do.

· I will treat my coaches, other players and coaches, game officials, other administrators, and fans with respect at all times; regardless of race, sex, creed or abilities and I will expect to be treated accordingly

· I will concentrate on playing soccer, always giving my best effort

· I will play by the rules at all times.

· I will at all times control my temper, resisting the temptation to retaliate.

· My conduct during competition towards play of the game and all officials shall be in accordance with appropriate behavior, and accordance with FIFA’S Laws of the game, and in adherence to FYSA rules.

· While traveling, I will conduct myself so as to be a credit to my team and myself.

· A player cannot be cut from the team after he/she is registered to that team, unless he/she has exhibited conduct requiring dismissal, without prior consent from the DOC. If requested by the player and /or parent, a hearing must be held for any involuntary player release

· Alcohol, illegal drugs, tobacco products and unauthorized prescription drugs shall not be possessed, consumed or distributed before, during or after any game or at any time at the field and/or game complex.
PARENTS

· I will encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, game officials, and administrators at all times

· I will place the emotional and physical well being of all players ahead of any personal desire to win.

· I will support the coaches, officials, and administrators working with my child, in order to encourage a positive and enjoyable experience for all.

· I will remember that the game is for the players, not the adults.

· I will ask my child to treat other players, coaches, game officials, administrators, and fans with respect.

· I will always be positive.

· I will always allow the coach to be the only coach, by refraining from coaching from the sidelines.

· I will not enter into arguments with the other team’s parents, players, or coaches.

· I will not enter the field of play for any reason during the game.

· I will not criticize game officials

· Alcohol, illegal drugs, tobacco products and unauthorized prescription drugs shall not be possessed, consumed or distributed before, during, after the game or at any other time at the field and/or game complex.
Failure to comply may result in the suspension of your privilege to participate in FYSA sanctioned events, for the following periods

1st Offense: Suspension for a minimum thirty (30) days to maximum of (5) years

2nd Offense: Suspension for a minimum of one (1) year to a maximum of ten (10) years.

3rd Offense: Suspension for a minimum of five (5) years to a maximum of fifty (50) years.
